Descriptions of camps — All RRC camps are for boys & girls, except for July 7-11 (ALL GIRLS),
July 14-18 (ALL GIRLS) and July 21-23 (Teen Girls).

RRC “Home on the Ranch” Camps are FUN!! (This is our traditional camp sessions.) Campers are
assigned their own horse, which they get to brush and saddle. The mornings are spent in exciting riding
classes with trained instructors while afternoons offer a variety of cabin group activities such as
swimming, archery, low challenge course, crafts, and much more.

RRC “Horsemanship” Camps (If your child LOVES horses, this is the camp for them.) It offers campers,
who don't necessarily have upper level riding experience, more time with the horses. Campers take
morning riding lessons and afternoon sessions with horses. There’s horse education, trail riding,
grooming, roping, and arena games, etc. (Yes, the campers still get to swim in the pool, but no, not with
the horses.)
